The report is totaled by currency and the sequence is by Agent/Student/Student enrolments. This sequence is necessary in order to be able to allocate any Agents unallocated receipts correctly against student enrolments.

Each Element of a booking is shown.

The Dated Debt is calculated on a line by line basis, by taking the number of days in the booking and apportioning the value between the Dated Debt and the Future Debt in relation to the “Invoice/Receipt to” date.

Receipts are totaled and allocated to the Dated Debt, with any excess showing as a Prepayment. If an Agent has unallocated Receipts these are allocated to the total remaining Dated Debt, with any excess showing as a Prepayment.

If we look at the Tuition Line the student is booked from 29.07.19 to 23.08.19

This is 26 days, the total value for the tuition is £495.00. we divide the total value for the tuition £495.00 by the number of days 26.  £495.00 divided by 26 = £19.04 which is the daily value. The report was run on 5.08.19, from 29.07.19 (the start of the course) to 5.08.19 it is 8 days. To get the dated debt figure, times the number of days up to the date of the report by the daily value 8 x £19.04 = £152.31 this is the dated debt.
The future debt is the total value of the tuition £495.00 less the dated debt value £152.31.  (£495.00 - £152.31 = £342.69)

If we now look at the sundry item, the dates are not the same and so the calculation will be worked out differently.

Booking dates 28.07.19 to 24.08.19 = 27 days, total value for the booking is £40.00
£40.00 divided by 27 = £1.48. (Value divided by total number of days).

Number of days up to the date of the report = 9 days x by £1.48 = £13.33. This is the dated debt.
The future debt is £40.00 -£13.33 = £26.67.

Total in dated debt column is £165.64 (up to the date of the report todays date).

Prepayment is Total paid £322.86 minus dated debt £165.64 = £157.22.
NOTE: The information highlighted below is explaining that this report has to look through every single line of every booking and so will take some time to produce and can cause out of memory issues.
With this in mind, Class will free up memory needed to run the report. The default is set to 29000 (which is recommended) then for every 50 records after it will run a memory cleaner. You could set the Clear memory after to 35000 and then set the Increment count to every to 0, this will run the memory cleaner after each record.

By using these controls, you can set the number of records you want the memory cleaner to work. This will of course depend on your hardware system on what values will work for you, before getting out of memory warning.

This does not run the report any quicker it will only stop out of memory issues.
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
